His assassination 
started World War 1. 



Benazir Bhutto. Pakistani politician. Killed while 
campaigning for election. 



Anwar Sadat. Egyptian President. Assassinated by rebel 
group of the armed forces. 



Malcolm X. American human rights activist. Killed by 
members of the Nation of Islam. 



Yitzhak Rabin. Israeli Prime Minister.  Signed Oslo 
accords with Palestinians. Killed by right wing, 

nationalist. 



Abraham Lincoln. American president. Assassinated 
while at a theater by John Booth, a confederate loyalist. 



Robert Kennedy. American left wing politician. Killed by 
a Palestinian radical, Sirhan Sirhan. 



John F. Kennedy. American President. Shot while driving 
in a presidential motorcade through Dallas, Texas. 



Leon Trotsky. Russian Marxist and revolutionary. Killed 
in exile, in Mexico, on the order of Stalin. 



Julius Caesar, Roman emperor. Stabbed by Roman 
senators on the Ides of March, March 15th. 



Martin Luther King Jr. American civil rights advocate. 
Assassinated in Memphis, Tennessee. 



John Lennon. American singer, songwriter. Shot in the 
back when leaving his apartment in New York City. 



Harvey Milk, American gay political activist. Killed by a 
disgruntled San Francisco city employee. 



Mahatma Gandhi. Indian leader of the independence 
movement. Shot at point blank range by Pakistani 

nationalist.
